1 All wrestlers will have their hand stamped at weigh-ins.

2. Each school will receive passes for coaches, trainer, managers, school administrators on the
following scale:
4 or more contestants = 5 passes
3 contestants = 4 passes
2 or less contestants = 3 passes
You will receive these passes at registration. No other passes will be accepted.

3. Coaches, pass holders, and contestants will enter the gymnasium entrance located in the
front of the gymnasium.

4, Parking -- Coaches and contestants will enter the gymnasium entrance located in the back
of the gymnasium.
